STAGING PROCESS

Initial Consultation
Educate the Homeowners
Conduct an initial home staging study
Engage homeowners in actively participating, make recommendations for some improvements
Take pictures of areas of concern
Establish a budget and proposal
10-minute transformation of one area in the home

Do It Yourself Action Plan

For the DIY homeowner

10-page report with specific interior and exterior property en hancements the homeowner will com-
plete, including repairs, furniture arrangement, lighting and accessorizing.

Fine Tuning
V2 to full day of fine tuning accessories and furniture after completion of DIY action plan by homeowner

Staging an Occupied Home

Prior to the staging day, the designer will prepare a written layout using homeowner furniture and
furnishings

Designer will notify homeowner of outside vendor services or DIY projects required, if any

Paint, wallpaper removal, repairs, etc

Paint colors.

On staging day designer will move furnishings, add accessories and decorative details from Cottages
and Castles warehouse, if needed, and add any rental furniture required

Should the homeowner wish to purchase accessories or furniture, designer will accompany the hom-
eowner on a shopping excursion or shop for them

Walk through the day of the first open house or caravan
